Care and cleaning

® Before carrying out maintenance, switch off the appliance and unplug it from the mains.

Important
notes for installation!

® For correct and safe electrical connection, follow the instructions provided in this manual.

® |tis recommended to wait at least four hours before connecting the appliance so that the oil
can return to the compressor.

® There should be sufficient air circulation around the appliance to avoid overheating. To achieve
adequate ventilation, follow the instructions for installation. Wherever possible, the back of the
product should not be too close to a wall to prevent contact with hot components (compressor,
condenser) and thus the possibility of fire. Follow the instructions on installation.

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2. INSTALLING YOUR NEW DEVICE

* Before using the device for the first time, you should read the following tips.

Venting the appliance

To improve the efficiency of the cooling system and to save energy, good ventilation around the
appliance is required to disperse heat. For this reason, sufficient empty space around the refrigerator
is required.

NOTE: A clearance of 50-70 mm from the back of the appliance to the wall, at least 100 mm from
the top, at least 100 mm from the sides to the wall and a clearance at the front to allow the doors
to open to 135° is recommended.

Removal and installation of the door shelf

Warning: The door shelf must not be removed and installed by the user! If the door shelf is damaged,
contact the customer helpline. To replace the door shelf, follow the steps below:

Removing the door shelf

Push the right side of the door shelf inwards while holding the left side in place. When the
shelf notch is released from the refrigerator door, remove the shelf diagonally upward.

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5. OPERATION OF THE DEVICE

Thermostat for temperature regulation and switching on/off the device

* Insert the plug of the connecting cable into the socket. When the refrigerator door is open, the
interior light will come on. After placing the refrigerator in its final position, wait 5 minutes before
connecting the power supply to the plug. Do not place any product in the refrigerator if it does not
reach the correct cooling temperature.

* The temperature control thermostat is located on the right side of the refrigeration chamber.
If you turn the temperature control thermostat clockwise, the refrigerator will start operating.

Below we will see in detail the temperature settings of the thermostat

The operating power of the refrigerator has a range from 0 to 7.

When the number 0 is selected, the refrigerator is in the off mode.

When we select number 1, the operating power reaches the lowest level and the temperature is
at the highest level.

When we select from number 1 to 7, the operating power increases gradually and the temperature
decreases gradually.

When we select number 7, the operating power is at the maximum level and the temperature is
at the lowest level.

Also, the recommended mode selection is number 4, to save energy, but also have enough operating
power to ensure that the temperature in the refrigerator is at the correct level.

Important! For best food preservation we recommend a medium setting. If you need a higher
or cooler temperature, please turn the knob on the thermostat to the appropriate option. When
you turn the temperature setting thermostat to a cooler option you will have the lowest energy
consumption. Otherwise, any of the other options will result in the highest energy consumption.
The high temperature option may bring undesirable effects on food.

Important! High ambient temperatures (e.g., on hot summer days) and the cooler selection on the
thermostat (Position 6 or 7) can cause the compressor to run continuously or even non-stop!

The reason we suggest this, is that when ambient temperatures are high and we select 6 or 7 as the
option on the thermostat, we result in the compressor running continuously without rest, resulting
in shorter wear and tear.

REVERSING THE DOOR

The side on which the door opens can be changed from the right (as delivered) to the left, if required
by the installation location.

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6. USEFUL HINTS AND TIPS

Energy saving tips

We suggest you follow the following tips to save energy.

* Try not to leave the door open for long periods of time.

* Make sure that the appliance is away from heat sources (direct sunlight, electric oven, or hob, etc.)

* Do not set the temperature lower than necessary.

* Do not place hot food or liquids in the appliance.

* Place the appliance in a room with good ventilation and free of moisture. Refer to the chapter
Installation of your new appliance for further advice.

« If the diagram shows the correct combination of drawers, fruit bowl and shelves, do not change
the combination as this is the most energy efficient configuration.

Tips for fresh food refrigeration

* Do not place hot food directly into the refrigerator or freezer as this will increase the internal
temperature causing the compressor to run more vigorously thus consuming more energy.

« Cover or wrap food, especially if it has a strong smell.

» Position food correctly so that air can circulate freely around it.

Tips for refrigeration

* Meat (all types) Wrap it in food film and place it on the glass shelf above the vegetable drawer.
Always observe the food storage times and expiration dates recommended by the manufacturers.

» Cooked foods, cold dishes, etc.: They should be covered so that they can be placed on any shelf.

* Fruits and vegetables: Should be kept in the special drawer provided.

* Butter and cheeses: Should be wrapped in foil or airtight film.

* Milk bottles: Should have a lid and be kept on door shelves.

Tips for freezer

* On first start-up or after a period of non-use, before placing food in the chamber, allow the
appliance to run for at least 2 hours on the highest setting.

* Divide food into small portions so that it can be quickly and completely frozen and so that you can
defrost only the amount you need.

* Wrap food in foil or plastic wrap and make sure the packages are airtight.

* Fresh, unfrozen food should not touch the already frozen food to prevent the temperature of the
already frozen food from rising.

* Frozen products, if eaten immediately after removal from the freezer compartment, may cause
ice burns to the skin.

* It is recommended that you note the contents and date of each frozen package so that you can
keep track of the storage time

Tips for storing frozen food

* Ensure that commercial frozen products have been properly stored by the retailer.
* Once thawed, food spoils quickly and cannot be refrozen.
* Do not exceed the storage period indicated by the food manufacturer.

Switching off the appliance

If the appliance must be switched off for an extended period, the following measures should be
taken to prevent mold growth in the appliance.
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1. Remove all food.

2. Unplug the power plug from the outlet.

3. Clean and dry the inside of the appliance thoroughly.

4. Make sure all doors are slightly open to allow air to circulate.

NOTE: This appliance is not intended for use as a built-in appliance.

Thawing

Defrosting in the fresh food compartment

* The defrosting process is carried out automatically by selecting the temperature on the thermostat.
* The water from will be directed to the back of the refrigerator through a drainage pipe.
Defrosting in the frozen food compartment

+ Defrosting in the freezer compartment is done manually. Before defrosting, remove the food.

* Remove the ice tray and drawers or place them temporarily in the fresh food compartment.

+ Set the temperature control knob to (where the compressor will stop running) and leave the
refrigerator door open until the ice and dew completely melts and collects in the bottom of the
freezer compartment. Wipe off the water with a soft cloth.

* To speed up the defrosting process, you can place a bowl of hot water (about 50°C) in the freezer
chamber and remove the ice and dew using a defrosting spatula. When you are finished, set the
Thermostat back to the original position.

* Itis not recommended to heat the freezer chamber directly with hot water or a hair dryer during
defrosting, as this may cause deformation of the inner casing.

* Itis also not recommended to scrape off ice and dew or to separate food containers stuck together
with sharp objects or wooden sticks, as this may damage the inner casing.

Switching off the appliance for a long period of time

* Empty the appliance.

+ Select 0 on the temperature control thermostat to switch off the appliance
* Unplug the appliance.

* Clean thoroughly (see section: Cleaning and care).

* Leave the door open to prevent odors
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8. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you are experiencing a problem with your appliance or if you are concerned that the appliance
is not working properly, you can carry out a few easy checks before calling for service. See below.
Before you call for service, you can carry out some easy checks according to this section.
